COLLECTION MOVES 2011 
Senate House Libraries moves  ï  (Summer 2011) 

We are pleased to announce that the refurbishment of  library areas 

is due for completion in August 2011, and consequently we are un-

dertaking a major re-location of collections and facilities  during the 

summer period.  By the time of the start of the new academic ses-

sion  in September, all of these moves will be completed. 

The moves have been organised into 3 distinct stages: 

Stage 1:  

The re-location  of low use materials to our Depository store in 

Egham, Surrey.  Full details of the collections concerned are shown 

on the Senate House Library  website in the óRefurbishment News ó 

section. This stage began in May and is due to complete on June 3
rd

. 

Stage 2:  

Stage 2 involves the reorganisation of closed access areas in the Library Tower and Basement areas and as such is 

largely invisible to our library users.  This stage of the moves affects items that users request  through the óStack 

Fetching Serviceô.  It may mean that specific items in the collections being moved are unavailable for short periods 

while they are in transit , normally no longer than 1 ï 2 days. 

These moves begin on June 6
th
 and will continue until the end of month. A schedule of these moves will be posted on 

the library website by  at the beginning of June. 

Stage 3: 

The final stage of the moves  will take place between July-August .  During this period, the collections in open access 

areas of the libraries will be re-organised into their final positions.  We will provide advance notice on the library web-

site of the details of these moves and their precise timing by the end of June. 

During this period,  items that are part of the collections being moved may be unavailable  for loan or browsing while 

in transit , normally for only 1-2 days. 

The Libraries will remain open  

Throughout this period,  we will endeavour to minimize the disruption of service to library users and there will be no 

change to opening hours during these moves. 

At the end of the moves, the temporary library areas on the  2
nd

 and 3
rd

 floors of the North Block of Senate House, 

and the Small Hall on the ground floor will close. 

The Refurbished Library 

The refurbished library  areas will provide  access in the same building to the resources of Senate House Library and 

the Institutes of  Classical Studies, Germanic Studies, Historical Research, Commonwealth Studies and Americas. 

Specific enhancements include a vastly improved physical environment, wireless network provision throughout, and 

modernized study spaces. 

Research and group facilities in the Dr.Seng Tee Lee Centre will also re-open .  There will also be an additional 

group facility for School of Advanced Study students on the 4
th
 Floor, replacing the temporary facility  currently oper-

ating in the North Block 2
nd

 floor.
